The Hon Julie Bishop has served as the Member for Curtin in the House of Representatives 

since 1998. She was Australia’s first female Foreign Minister serving from 18 September 

2013 to 28 August 2018, following four years in the role of Shadow Minister for Foreign 

Affairs and Trade. Ms Bishop was the Deputy Leader of the Liberal Party from December 

2007 to August 2018. Most recently, Ms Bishop was awarded the inaugural U.S. Mission 

Award for Leadership Excellence, in honour of Eleanor Roosevelt.

Michael Wesley is Professor of International Affairs and Dean of the College of Asia and the 

Pacific at the Australian National University, and a Board Director of China Matters. 

Previously he was the Director of the Coral Bell School of Asia Pacific Affairs at ANU from

to 2012, Director of the Griffith Asia Institute at Griffith University from 2004 to 2009, and
